	Report on the Study tour to the University of Natural Resources and Applied Life Sciences, Vienna, Austria
          In the framework of the TEMPUS TACIS “Environmental curriculum in the agrarian universities” teachers of the chair of agroecology of the Buryat State Academy of Agriculture participated in the study tour to BOKU.  The study tour included training seminars and field visits during which associate professors Erzhena Imeskenova, Margarita Kotlyar and chief specialists of the department of higher and post graduate training of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Buryatia Tamara Nemchinova got acquainted with their consortium partners from Saratov Agricultural University (Russia), National university of nature use and biological resources, Lviv national agrarian university (Ukraine). European colleagues from Institute of water resources hydrology and hydro engineering  of University of natural resources and applied sciences shared their experience on Bologna process implementation, environmental curriculum development based on Dublin descriptors and European project “Tuning”.

	Training seminar covered such issues as ecological control, monitoring and expertise. The participants visited classrooms, laboratories and scientific libraries.
